Chapter 6.1 - Setting up SHRINE Databases

Download this .zip file and unpack it in a temporary directory:

wget https://repo. open. ned. harvar d. edu/ nexus/ cont ent/ groups/ publ i c/ net/shri ne/ shrine-setup/2.0.0/shrine-setup-
2.0.0-dist.zip -O shrine-setup.zip
unzi p shrine-setup.zip

This .zip file contains schemas as .ddls and template shrine.conf and tomcat context.xml and server.xml files. You'll be using the schemas first.

MariaDB

SHRINE uses four databases to log its operations: gepAuditDB, adapterAuditDB, stewardDB, and shrine_query_history. Sign into mariaDB as the 'shrine’
user to perform these commands:

$ nysql -u shrine -pdenouser

To create the 4 SHRINE databases, you will need to run these commands within the MySQL prompt:

CREATE DATABASE adapt er Audi t DB;
CREATE DATABASE gepAudi t DB;

CREATE DATABASE st ewar dDB;

CREATE DATABASE shri ne_query_hi story;

After creating these databases, you will need to install schemas.

nysqgl -u shrine -pdenpuser adapterAuditDB < shrine-setup/adapter/sql/adapterAuditDB-nysql.ddl

nmysqgl -u shrine -pdenopuser shrine_query_history < shrine-setup/adapter/sql/shrine_query_history-nysql.ddl
nysqgl -u shrine -pdenpuser stewardDB < shrine-setup/dsa/sql/nysql.ddl

nysqgl -u shrine -pdenpuser gepAuditDB < shrine-setup/qgep/sql/nysql.ddl

Sign into MySQL as root and grant the shrine user full access again to all of these databases and their tables:

$ nysqgl -u root
Mari aDB [ (none)] > GRANT ALL privileges ON *.* TO 'shrine' @I ocal host';

MS SQL Server

To install schemas for MS SQL Server, instead of schemas labeled with mysqgl.sql, use schemas ending with mssql.sql.

Oracle

To install oracle schemas load all of the SHRINE databases into one central schema: ShrineDB (you will use this name when you are configuring context.
xml).

Once you have created the database, load all the schemas into it. Instead of schemas labeled with mysql.sql, load schemas ending with oracle.ddI.
Specifically, for SHRINE release 2.0.0, there are four (4) ddl files that you should load. These files are found within the shrine-setup.zip archive file:
.Jdsa/sql/oracle.ddI
.Jgep/sql/oracle.ddl

Jadapter/sql/adapterAuditDB-oracle.ddl
Jadapter/sql/shrine_query_history-oracle.dd|
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
