Database

The hub requires a few extra tables in the gepAuditDB database.

MariaDB

nysqgl -u shrine -pdenpuser gepAuditDB < shrine-setup/hub/sql/nysql.ddl

Sign into MySQL as root and grant the shrine user full access again to all of these databases and their tables:

$ nysqgl -u root

Mari aDB [ (none)] > GRANT ALL privileges ON *.* TO 'shrine' @I ocal host';
MariabDB [ (none)]> FLUSH PRI VI LECES;

Mari aDB [(none)]> \q

MS SQL Server

To install the hub schema for MS SQL Server use schemas starting with mssql.sqgl from shrine-setup.zip:

® ./hub/sql/mssql.ddl

Oracle
Install oracle schemas load all of the SHRINE databases into one central schema: ShrineDB (use this name when you configure context.xml).
Load the hub schema into your database:

® ./hub/sqgl/oracle.ddl
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
